It is an
optional recognition and
acknowledgement available to you
if you wish.

At the conclusion of the FTP
induction programme you will
either

I. Receive the National
Certificate for First-time
Principals Programme
completion (if you have met all
of the above eligibility criteria);
or

2. Receive the First-time
Principals Programme
Participation Certificate (if you
have completed the two
residential courses and the
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mentoring programme
activities); or

3. Not receive one of the above
Certificates until you have at
least completed the two
residential courses and the
mentoring programme
activities.

You will be informed in late July
which one of the three categories
(above) our records show applies
to your completion status at that
time.

You are encouraged to check with
your mentor if you have any
queries regarding completion of
your mentoring programme
activities and your portfolio.

We will be sending graduation
certificates to mentors who will
arrange for their presentation
before the end of the year.
