POROPOROAKI 

Max Thompson (Te Kura 

Kaupapa Maori o Te Matai) has 
provided the following 

background to the spiritual 

purpose of the Poroporoaki  

and its relationship to the 

Powhiri or Whakatau. 

 

„The Poroporoaki is the final stage 

of the Powhiri process. The 

Tangata Whenua 

Welcome/Powhiri/ Whakatau us 

the Manuhiri. The coming together 

of two separate entities, two 

separate Mauri. 

The sharing of kai immediately 

after the formalities symbolically 

negates any tapu or uncommon-

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ness that exists to a state of noa, 

or a state of inclusion, common-

ness, of us all being one. 

By this being done the Tangata 

Whenua have agreed that for the 

duration of the hui/residential, the 

Manuhiri take guardianship of the 

Mauri that now permeates the 

gathering, both in a physical sense 

(whare/buildings) and in  a 

spiritual sense, Mauri becomes 

united. 

I suppose you can look at the 

Poroporoaki as being an undoing, a 

returning to a state that once was 

prior to the hui/residential. The 

Manuhiri, who during the hui 

looked after the Mauri, now return 

that Mauri back to the Tangata 

Whenua. The difference now 

being, that that Mauri has been 

enhanced by the mere fact of us 

collectively being there. An 

acknowledgement of thanks, and 

farewell as the two entities now 

part their separate ways.‟
